4. Insert cut vent lengths into female.
Install and secure with connector rings.

5. Cut branch tee to appropriate length
according to outlet center to center
spacing.

6. Securing each joint with a connector
ring, connect the branch tee feeder to
87° elbow. Then, connect elbow to vent
length. Repeat this process, inserting a
branch tee into the next branch tee for
each appliance creating the common
vent manifold.

7. Attach condensate management
components: horizontal drain fitting and
short john ball valve siphon.

8. Ensure each connection is securely
fastened using connector rings where
applicable, and that the manifold is
pitched properly. Support branch tees
of common vent manifold with support
clamps.



Inline Common Venting Installation - Air Intake

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1. If an adapter is required, install into
inlet.

2. Cut branch tee to appropriate length
according to inlet center to center
spacing.

3. Attach 87° elbow onto the branch
tee feeder.

4. Insert 87° elbow into the adapter or
appliance outlet. Repeat this process,
inserting a branch tee into the next
branch tee for each appliance creating
the common vent manifold.

5. Attach tee cap to common air intake
manifold.

6. Add support clamps as needed.
